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Introduction

Seattle Parks and Recreat(@PR)manages 6400-acre systemwith over 465 parks The
majority of developed areas within the Park systerdate the passage of tAenericans with
Disabilities Act(ADA) in 199, and the correspondimgmericans with Disabilities Act
Accessibility Guideline§ADAAGS). TheseNationalguidelines were updated with the 2010
ADA Standard$or Accessible Desigthat became effective March 15, 2QBDA Standards).

For over thirty yearsSPRhas made significant efforts to remove architectural barriers in
existingparks and park facilities in order to provide accessibility for all park users, and
developed new parks consist&ith appropriate buildingodesand standard® ensure such
access.

A highlight of preeADA accessibilityefforts wasan $800,00@rban Parkand Recreation
Recovery (UPARR) grant from the National Park Sertheg SPR received in 198the largest
grantthat yeayfor a multiple site effort to remove architectural barriers at parks, community
centers and swimming poolSince that time, SPRferts haveevolvedwith the new guidelines
and standards.

In the last few years SPR has expanded its effort to make its facilities accessible to all users.
Processes angow in place to ensure that all new projects meet the AbsndardsSeveral
accesdility assessmentgavealsoprovided information omccessibilitydeficienciesat SPR
facilities. These assessments provadeundation for SPR toreate and implement this

transition plan.

In 2016, the department established an inteBealtte Parks and Recreation Accessibility
Compliance Team (SPRACTjcilitatedquarterlyby the Accessibility Compliance Program
Manager. The intedivisional team brings together staff from the Recreation Division, the Parks
Maintenance and Facilities Divigipand the Planning and Development Division to improve
coordination and communication pbdtential and planneaccessibilityprojects.

The team will also review programming needs and implementation processes to improve
accessibility for both SPR prograrand facilities.In some cases, this team may decidgntore
reasonable to move a program to an accessible location rather than attempt remediation of
barriers to accessibility.

Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA): Specific attention by the designer is required in
association with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) 42 U.S.C. 1212213 and

47 U.S.C. 225 and 611, its requirements, regulations, standards and guidddioles, w
were updated in 2010 and are effective and mandatory for all State and local government
facilities and places of public accommodation for construction projects including
alteration of existing facilities, as of March 15, 2012. The City advisesthat t
requirements for accessibility under the ADA, may contain provisions that differ
substantively from accessibility provisions in applicable State and City codes, and if the
provisions of the ADA impose a greater or equal protection for the rights eidodls

One area that Seattle Parks and Recreation is prioritizing for improved education and awareness
is project construction. The Accessibility Compliance Program Manager will work directly with
SPR project managers, SPR architects and landscape architestdtacs responsible for
construction administration and SPR inspectors to help ensure that accessible designs are
constructed per plan. The team appraaatecessary to monitor construction progress and

improve communication with contractors.
